T  F	�autonumlgl �48.�	It is a sin per se for a man to view a videotape of a woman’s class taught by a woman for instructional purposes, since this would cause the woman to teach a man.

T  F	�autonumlgl �50.�	It is a sin per se for a man to teach in a preschool program headed by a woman.


I Tim. 2:8 I want men everywhere to lift up holy hands in prayer, without anger or disputing. 


T  F	�autonumlgl �51.�	This verse means that men are commanded to lift their hands during prayer, at least some of the time.


T  F	�autonumlgl �52.�	This verse is a reference to local customs and no longer requires men to lift their hands so long as the general command to pray is obeyed.


I Tim. 2:9 I also want women to dress modestly, with decency and propriety, not with braided hair or gold or pearls or expensive clothes, 10 but with good deeds, appropriate for women who profess to worship God. 


T  F	�autonumlgl �53.�	These verses mean that braided hair on a woman is a sin per se.


T  F	�autonumlgl �54.�	These verses mean that gold, pearl, or expensive clothing on a woman is a sin per se.


T  F	�autonumlgl �55.�	These verses are a reference to local customs and no longer ban braided hair, gold, pearls, or expensive clothing, so long as the general command of modesty is obeyed.


I Tim. 2:11 A woman should learn in quietness and full submission. 12 I do not permit a woman to teach or to have authority over a man; she must be silent. 13 For Adam was formed first, then Eve. 14 And Adam was not the one deceived; it was the woman who was deceived and became a sinner. 


T  F	�autonumlgl �56.�	These verses mean that a woman may not teach or have authority over a man under any circumstance, because Paul did not limit his instruction to Timothy to the assembly.


T  F	�autonumlgl �57.�	Paul expected Timothy to read I Corinthians 14 to understand that this command is limited to the assembly.


T  F	�autonumlgl �58.�	All women must be submissive to all men.


T  F	�autonumlgl �59.�	All Christian women must be submissive to all Christian men.


T  F	�autonumlgl �60.�	Christian wives must be submissive to Christian husbands.


T  F	�autonumlgl �61.�	A 50-year old Christian woman must be submissive to a 12-year old Christian boy.


T  F	�autonumlgl �62.�	A 50-year old Christian woman with many years of experience and education must be submissive to a 21-year novice male Christian.


T  F	�autonumlgl �63.�	These verses are a reference to local customs and no longer ban teaching or authority so long as the general command of wives submitting to husbands is obeyed.


I Tim. 2:15 But women will be saved through childbearing—if they continue in faith, love and holiness with propriety.


T  F	�autonumlgl �64.�	This verse means that Christian women are required to bear children.


T  F	�autonumlgl �65.�	This verse means that Christian women must try to bear children.


T  F	�autonumlgl �66.�	This verse means that God will protect women while they give birth if they are submissive.


T  F	�autonumlgl �67.�	This verse means that God will reward women for achievement in whatever role society makes available to them; and if they are limited to serving God through motherhood, then God will accept this service.

I Cor. 14:33b As in all the congregations of the saints, 34 women should remain silent in the churches. They are not allowed to speak, but must be in submission, as the Law says. 


T  F	�autonumlgl �68.�	The command to silence has exceptions for singing, reciting scripture in unison, whispering to hush small children, and speaking at Children’s Church and the nursery (circle any items which are exceptions from your answer). 


T  F	�autonumlgl �69.�	Women are commanded to sing in the assembly.


T  F	�autonumlgl �70.�	We are under the Law today.


T  F	�autonumlgl �71.�	The “churches” means assemblies of the church.


T  F	�autonumlgl �72.�	Only assemblies of the entire church are under discussion.


T  F	�autonumlgl �73.�	The only assembly of the entire church under discussion is a worship service.

I Cor. 14:35 If they want to inquire about something, they should ask their own husbands at home; for it is disgraceful for a woman to speak in the church. 


T  F	�autonumlgl �75.�	Women should not inquire in the assembly, because it is disgraceful.


T  F	�autonumlgl �76.�	It is disgraceful to for a woman to inquire in the assembly, because it is sin per se.


T  F	�autonumlgl �77.�	In the First Century, such conduct by a woman was considered disgraceful by those outside the church.


T  F	�autonumlgl �78.�	Today, such conduct by a woman is considered disgraceful by those outside the church.


T  F	�autonumlgl �79.�	The Parable of the Talents teaches us that it is sin per se to not use (to bury) a talent.


T  F	�autonumlgl �80.�	If a woman has a gift from God to teach publicly, it is better for the church that she not use it and that a less qualified, less effective man teach.


T  F	�autonumlgl �81.�	If God gives a woman the gift of leadership or administration, He does not intend for her to use it to benefit the work of the church, unless she only leads women.  This is so even though her gift is greater than the gifts given to the men of the congregation.


Gen 1:26 Then God said, “Let us make man in our image, in our likeness, and let them rule over the fish of the sea and the birds of the air, over the livestock, over all the earth, and over all the creatures that move along the ground.” 27 So God created man in his own image, in the image of God he created him; male and female he created them. 28 God blessed them and said to them, “Be fruitful and increase in number; fill the earth and subdue it. Rule over the fish of the sea and the birds of the air and over every living creature that moves on the ground.”


Gen 2:18 The LORD God said, “It is not good for the man to be alone. I will make a helper suitable for him.” . . . 21 So the LORD God caused the man to fall into a deep sleep; and while he was sleeping, he took one of the man’s ribs and closed up the place with flesh.  22 Then the LORD God made a woman from the rib he had taken out of the man, and he brought her to the man.  23 The man said, “This is now bone of my bones and flesh of my flesh; she shall be called ‘woman,’  for she was taken out of man.”  24 For this reason a man will leave his father and mother and be united to his wife, and they will become one flesh


T  F    82.	These verses describe God’s eternal plan for the relationship between husbands and wives.


T  F 	83.	These verses describe God’s eternal plan for the relationship between all men and all women.


	Gen 3:16 To the woman he said, “I will greatly increase your pains in childbearing; with pain you will give birth to children.  Your desire will be for your husband, and he will rule over you.”  


	17 To Adam he said, “Because you listened to your wife and ate from the tree about which I commanded you, ‘You must not eat of it,’
